AMENDED STATEMENT OF CLAIM
This claim in this proceeding is made in reliance on the following facts -
1. The Plaintiff i§ a female person, born on the 30" August 1949.
2. Since in or about December 1993, the Defendant has on diverse occasions:-
(a) made sexual advances to the Plaintiff;
(b) stalked the Plaintiff;
(c) threatened the Plaintiff;
(d) intimidated the Plaintiff;

(e) harassed the Plaintiff;

) called upon the Plaintiff at her various residences in the night time;

(2) telephoned the Plaintiff at her various residences, at her places of work and on her
mobile telephone;

(h) come onto the property of the Plaintiff’s various residences. in the night time, whilst

wearing a balaclava over his face;

(1) come onto the property of the Plaintiff’s various residences, in the night time, and
peered into such residences through windows;
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)] broken into the Plaintiff’s various residences.

In respect of the various activities by the Defendant, as referred to in the preceding paragraph,
the Plaintiff has consistently and persistently requested of the Defendant that he cease and
desist such activities and behaviour.

Despite the aforesaid requests by the Plaintiff, as referred to in the preceding paragraph, the
Defendant persisted with the behaviour and activities referred to in paragraph 2 hereof.

At all times material to this proceeding, the Defendant well knew that his behaviour and
activities were and/or were likely to have an adverse effect on the Plaintiff’s health and well
being.

On or about the 9" April 1999, and as a consequence of the Defendant’s continued behaviour
and activities, the Plaintiff suffered an emotional breakdown whereupon the Plaintiff was
injured.

Despite the Plaintiff having suffered injury, as referred to in paragraph 6 hereof, and despite
the Defendant being aware of such injury, the Defendant’s behaviour and activities, as
referred to in paragraph 2 hereof, persisted, whereupon the Plaintiff was further injured.

The said matters hereinbefore pleaded and the personal injuries and consequential loss and
damage suffered by the Plaintiff were caused by reason of the negligence of and/or nuisance
by and/or intention to cause injury by the Defendant, particulars ofwhich are as follows:-

(a) failing to take any or any adequate precautions for the safety of the Plaintiff whilst
she was on the premises;

(b) exposing the Plaintiff to the risk of injury which could have been avoided by
reasonable care on the part of the Defendant;

(©) failing to observe that the Plaintiff was in a position of peril in the circumstances:
(d) failing to warn the Plaintiff that she was in a position of peril in the circumstances:
(e) knowingly and intentionally acting and behaving in a manner which was likely to
- cause injury to the Plaintiff, when a reasonably prudent person would not have done
S0.
