I have known ¢ jeraldine Fooi Fong Robertson, the breeder/ownzr of “Neiger Poodles™ of 13 Buccan
Road. Buccan. Queensland for more than 10 years, In that period 1 have purchased two brown male
standard poodles from her, and have assisted 3 friends of mine 10 purchase from her 3 apricot
standard poodles {1 male and 2 females).

Fam aware that Geraldine currently faces an issue with the RSPCA and the Queensland Department
of Primary Industry regarding the potential forfeiture of her dogs. Thave also receivad a copy of the
comments made at the time of seizure by the RSPCA concerning the state of her premises, cic.

| have visited her kennels/facilities on a number of occasions over a 10 year period, and have always
found them fo be spotlessly clean. Her dogs were always well-groomed, healthy, well-fed. well-
watered and professionally housed. Whilst I speak with her regularly regarding the care of my dogs.
I have not visited her premises in the past several years.

The dogs we turchased from Geraldine have wonderful temperaments - 5o to do the 3 dogs
belonging to my fricnds. None of these dogs have had any serious health problems, although from
ume 1o time 'y older dog has had ear infections, a common problem with standard poodles hecause
of their large loppy ears. By following Geraldine’s expert advice. the problem has always been
promptiy fined with the use of drops and antibiotics.

In all my deal:ngs with Geraldine over the years, I have been impressed by her expert knowledge of
the poodle breed. At the time 1 purchased our older dog she provided me with 4 five page document
detailing care, grooming and feeding of poodles — and I have fellowed her advice over the years and
found it to be invaluable.

In 1997 when T set out 1o purchase my first brown standard ma:e poodle, the NSW and Queensland
Poodle Club officials were extremely unhelpful - I was consistently told that I could not buy brown
stundards in Australia. Brown standard poodles are apparently extremely hard to breed.

[n August 1997 - in frustration - | purchased 2 brown standard poodle pups in San Francisco USA
with a plan to export them to Australia. The plan proved to be uncconomic — when [ cancelled my
order the USA breeder stated: “I do not understand why you do not buy dogs from Geraldine
Robertson. she has world-class brown standards and lives in Queensland!!™ 1 subsequently
discovered that Geraldine an international reputation as a breeder of brown and silver standard
poodles — 4 reputation which does not appear to be acknowledged by the Poodle Clubs with:n
Austraha.

When 1 contacted the NSW and Queensland Poodle Clubs again a_nd asked why [ was not referred to
Geraldine Rohertson, hoth responded by saying libelous, racial things about her. and they boldly
stated “We thought you'd give up and buy our black or white dogs!!™

[ have continued 1o keep in touch with Geraldine by telephone over ‘lhc.pasl year or 50, During that

time 1 have discussed with her ways in which she can finance ongoing improvements (o herlpropen.y

such as drought sroof water supply. During these discussions. 1 have suggested that she refinance in
Sacon de the necessary funds. 1 understand that those negotiations are nearing completion.
